Types of Sentences
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Questions:
How much does it cost?
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Commands:
Let me drive your car.
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Statements:
The car is blue.

Exclamations:
What a cool car!

Types of Sentences

Questions:

* Questions ask something.

* They start with a capital letter and finish with a question mark.

* They can be answered.

* They include a question word e.g. what, where, how, when, why,
which, who, does, is, should...

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Command:

* A command is an order — giving someone an instruction or
telling them to do something.

* It usually begins with an imperative bossy verb e.g. get, do,
switch, tidy...

* It can be negative e.g. ‘Don’t stop!’

It can end with either a full stop or an exclamation mark.

Types of Sentences

The way someth'mg is read gives us a big clue to what type of sentence it is.
